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Jesus Loves You!

Jesus loves you! Jesus loves you totally and
completely! Jesus thinks you’re great!
There is never a time He doesn’t love you!
When you make-a mess of your life, He
loves you! When you blow your top, yell-
ing and screaming, He loves you! When
your mind wanders in the shadows-of
dark and terrible thoughts, Jesus loves
you! Jesus’ love for you is constant be-
cause it is complete. Jesus loves you when
you are selfless and giving! He loves you
just as much when you are self-absorbed,
self-righteous, and just plain selfish! Jesus
loves you when you are patient and kind
to others, but He also loves you when
you’re inconsiderate and short-tempered!
There is nothing you can do to stop Jesus
from loving you! There is nothing you can
do that would make Jesus love you more!
Jesus loves you!

For some reason, believing that Jesus un-
conditionally loves me is always so hard to
keep in my grasp. Maybe it’s because we
live in a world that functions according to
earned approval that we forget that God
dispenses gifts and not wages. Believing
that Jesus loves you or me isn’t merely
knowing with our intellects, we need to
have a knowledge that permeates our
hearts, our feelings, and our experiences.
The greatest theologian of the twentieth
century was Karl Barth. When he came to
America, huge crowds of students and
scholars greeted him. At a press confer-
ence at the University of Chicago, one
student asked, “Dr. Barth, what is the
most profound truth you have learned in

your studies?” Fluent in Hebrew, Greek,
and Latin, the author of over 500 books,
articles and papers, and the most respected
theologian in the world, Barth responded
without hesitation, “Jesus loves me, this I
know, for the Bible tells me so.”

Jesus loves you; this is the most important
truth any one of us has. One theory pro-
posed by sociologists is called the looking-
glass self: you become what the most im-
portant person in your life (wife, parent,
friend, etc.) thinks you are. Brennan Man-
ning once posed the question, “What do
you think the apostle John would give as
his primary identity in life?” Do you think
he would say he was a disciple, an apostle,
the author of the fourth Gospel, an evan-
gelist, or the brother of James? Manning
said that he believed the apostle John—
identified in the Gospels as “the one Jesus
loved”—would have said “I am the one
Jesus loves.” I believe he’s right. I also be-
lieve that this is what each and every one
of us can say, “I am the one Jesus loves!”

Imagine how your life would change if
you truly believed all the things the Bible
says about Jesus’ love for you. Imagine if
your identity was shaped by the convic-
tion that you “are the one Jesus loves,”
and there is nothing you can do to make
Jesus love you'more or less, how differ-
ently would you view-yourself? Some-
times, we just need to be reminded of
what is most important, and this is it -
Jesus loves youl!

Alpha - 2010-11 Program Summary and The Summer Invitation

This has been a rewarding year for Alpha. My per-
sonal perspective is that the ministry has never been

healthier.

We end the academic year with gratitude for what
God has been doing among us:

* For the first time we have an Alpha Prayer Group
on Tuesday nights with not only a high level of com-
mitment, but weekly training and solid leadership.
We have had committed intercessors, but until now
we've lacked training and leadership, and this has hin-
dered our ability to enfold new members in the
prayer group and build upon gifts God has given us.
Ron Severtson and Roy Janysek have led
this time. We are looking forward to more
training in the fall. This committed group
allows us to think more aggressively in a
spiritual fashion for the up building of the
church as a whole, not to speak of our
own Alpha ministry.

* Qur two evening Alpha sessions have
been followed each quarter by healthy,
committed Beta groups. A Beta group is a
group of Alpha grads listening to Nicky
Gumbel’s Sermon on the Mount (18 talks
in all). This has allowed a rolling integra-
tion of new Alpha grads each session, as only 9 talks
are used each quarter. The spring group in particular
formed friendships in sharing and prayer, and many
of them wish to continue as a Life Group. This
streamlines with ministry goals that mirror those of
our session and pastoral staff. We have what looks
like a means to enfold new people, join them together
in friendship and mutual commitment, and move
them on to further growth within the church.

* We experimented with an International Table
using material especially adapted for those who strug-
gle with English. Phil Bullard was the teacher and his
wife Carolina recruited the guests. It is good to see
how God used this. As we were unable to finish, we
are in conversation about continuing the class on Sun-
days. We will continue to refine this practice, giving
it another go in the fall. We have seen guests open up,
form friendships, and draw closer to God. In a beauti-
ful touch of God's grace, a church we partner with in
Mali is using the same ESOL material and has seen
some lovely fruit.

* Women's Alpha saw much the same kind of fol-
low-through we saw in the evening Alpha. Beginning
with a Beta course in the fall, my wife Julie and
Tamara Brown brought a new Christian alongside

them as a helper and at least one of the guests has ac-
companied them to Morning Glory with a desire for
further growth. We are praying this forward move-
ment can become a pattern in future women's Alpha.
We want to see new Christians consistently enfolded
into new or existing ministries so a clear step forward
is provided for each within our own church.

* Prison Alpha has seen solid growth. At Coyote
Ridge Correctional Center, the largest prison in the
State, 100-120 inmates attend Alpha. Many say this is
the highlight of their week. “I was in prison and you
visited me” is a concrete reality in that place, and
Dennis McQuerry, Roy Janysek, and
Roger Hales who travel with me to help
facilitate this ministry can attest to the
gratitude we experience. At Camp Out-
look, Craig Seal, Beth Carothers, and Jay
Whitman bring Alpha to juvenile offenders
where they are able to establish a degree of
personal contact and affection for these
needy youth that is less possible at the
more populous Coyote Ridge; and for that
reason, perhaps, even more effective.

* Finally, we are excited at the prospect of
a summer Invitation to Alpha in our area
beginning in August. Our Tri-Cities team,
consisting of two leaders from Central Church, the
Alpha leader at Bethel, and our own Larry Rigsby
and Adrianne Deen, have worked with me in estab-
lishing the goal of raising awareness of Alpha in our
area by the use of pop-ups on Facebook and Twitter,
as well as lawn signs. In late July and early August,
we will have lawns signs available with the question:
“IS THERE MORE TO LIFE?” The signs include a
reference to the national website where our courses
will be listed. Trinity Lutheran might be using the
International material with immigrant families.
Prosser First Presbyterian will probably be using the
Alpha marriage course which we will advertise as
well. Please take a sign for your yard. Who knows
what a simple step like that will mean in the life of a
person or couple driving by?

We are deeply thankful for what God is doing among
us. I am keenly aware of the commitment of our
kitchen team, our group leaders in Alpha and Beta,
our evangelism chair—Rick Grandy—the encourage-
ment of our staff, and each person who contributes
time and prayer to making this ministry the pleasure
it is. I wish you could experience for yourself the tan-
gible joy we feel when we gather together.




A Sabbatical Summer For The Coppocks

One of the gracious mercies of our God is that He un-
derstands the need for rest and refreshment. After
crowds had worn them out and a stint of evangelism in
villages two by two had further tired them, Jesus sug-
gested to his disciples that they, “Come with me by
yourselves to a quiet place and get some rest” (Mark
6:31). This was not a new concept. Written into the
week from the beginning of Creation was the
concept of rest and renewal; and this was fur-
ther extended in Leviticus to a full year of rest
every seven (Leviticus 25).

Clerk Of Session Report - April/May 2011

During the past two months, the Session had two
regular meetings; two Special Session meetings, held a
meeting with the Congregation and met in a mini-
retreat. Raising money for the Mali well project
(highlighted by the “Walk for Water”) has been suc-
cessful in raising $35K which translates to $70K with
matching funds. Session identified four nominees for
the Pastor Nominating Committee who were later
approved at the Congregational meeting on May 15.
Session also identified two Session members, Bob
Macduff and Manny DeLeon, to represent Session on
the committee. Some of the additional items consid-
ered at the session meetings include: hiring of a full
time Youth Intern, Erica Cox; approval of several
fundraising efforts for the Deputation team; review of
WSS sound system; hiring a company to improve the
WSS sound system (paid by private donation); dealing
with confusion in the narthexes (ongoing); staff cell
phone reimbursement policy; new sales terms for
West Side Activity Center; mid-year salary increases;
denominational issues; etc.

The routine business of our last few session meetings
has been interrupted by concern over changes going
on at the national level. A recent vote of our national
organization, PCUSA, has opened the way for local
presbyteries to ordain and place practicing homosexu-
als in leadership roles. This is a major shift in our de-
nomination that represents deeper problems of theol-
ogy and practice that have divided our national fel-
lowship. The vote was anticipated, and Session is
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looking at ways in which we should respond. We are
in contact with the local Presbytery, who oppose the
changes, and with local clergy. Ralph has written a
position paper which has been shared not only with
Session but with local clergy. Session has made plans
to send individuals to a meeting in Minneapolis
(Fellowship PCUSA) to meet with a group who share
our theological views. We are seeking to follow the
Lord’s will for us as we stand as a witness to the de-
nomination and the world. Session is planning to in-
form the congregation of the changes and the poten-
tial impact through a series of congregational forums
in June (see ad on pg. 4).

One of the Special Session meetings was simply to set
a Congregational meeting (Jun. 5) to approve revised
terms for the sale of the WS Activity Center. This
does not affect the price and the terms are favorable
to the church. The second meeting was to examine
and welcome 10 new members to the church. Some
were not available, and Session will meet with them
later.

Session also met in a mini-retreat which was a con-
tinuation of the off-site retreat held in February. We
spent the time exploring the book, “Mansions of the
Heart,” watched a related video, and participated in a
conference call with the author. This examination of
our own spiritual formation process is exciting, and
we will hopefully develop a meaningful way to share
it with the Congregation.
